2. A router with a broadband internet connection.

3. A mobile device [Android or i0S) to download the mobile app.

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Step/Paso/Etape: 1

This installation guide will assist you in getting your NVR up and running as soon as possible. To make sure nothing was
damaged during shipping, we recommend that you connect everything and try it before you do a permanent installation.

Green: Your NVR has power.

Blue:Your NVR has a storage device. Attention: Inserting the battery will power your NVR, so we
recommend that you do this once the initial setup has been
completed in this quick start guide. It can also be used as
backup power (up to five hours) in case of a power outage.

Red: Your NVR Is connected to
your home network either wired
N 7 (Ethernet) or via Wi-Fi.




Step/Paso/Etape: 2

1. HDMI Port: Connect this to your TV with an HDMI input
[HDMI cable supplied).

2. Ethernet Port: Connect this to your router so your NVR
can connect to the internet (Ethernet cable supplied). Your
NVR can also connect to your Wi-Fi to gain internet access.

3. USB Port: Connect a USB flash drive to copy recorded
events and to perform a firmware upgrade. You can also
connect the mouse here.

4. Reset Button: This will restore your NVR and reset all
saved changes to the settings available. The storage device
will be formatted as well, removing any recorded events:

e Using a paper clip or pin, carefully insert this into the port
marked “reset”. Press and hold until you hear four beeps,
then release.

 After a short moment, a message will appear on-screen,
and your NVR will reboot. After booting, the Startup Wizard
will appear on-screen.

5. USB Port [Storage): Connect the mouse here. It can also
be used to connect a semi-permanent storage device (USB
flash drive or portable USB hard drive] to record events to
that device.

6: MicroSD Slot: If your NVR does not include an internal
storage device (hard drive), you can insert a MicroSD card

Into the slot to record events to that device. The symbol next
to the slot indicates how the card Is inserted.

7. Power Port: Connect the 12V power adapter here.

1. Charge the battery with the included USB cable. Follow the
illustration above for connection (power adapter not included).
Charge the battery for about 30 mins, then disconnect.

2. Insert the battery into the camera (it will click into place). After
a short moment, you will hear a beep sound.

3. The camera will automatically pair with your NVR. Leave the
antenna in a vertical position for the best reception. Remove the
plastic film from the camera’s lens.

Connect to your Home Network: Connect the supplied Ethernet cable to the Ethernet port (1) on your NVR, then connect
the other end to a spare port (2] on your router or Wi-Fi access point. For a Wi-Fi connection, you can skip this step.

Connect your Mouse: Connect the supplied mouse (1) to the USB port (2) closest to the power input. To copy events and
to perform a firmware upgrade, connect a USB flash drive (not supplied) to the other port.

Step/Paso/Etape: 6

Connect to your TV: Connect the supplied HDMI cable to the HDMI port (1), then connect the other end to a spare HDM|
input (2) on your TV. Press the appropriate button on your TV's remote to select the HDMI input.
